He is the author of more than 
forty books, including C. S. Lewis for the Third 
Millenium and The Philosophy of Tolkien.  The title 
of Dr. Kreeft's lecture is "The Relationship of 
Christian Faith and Academic Freedom." The lecture 
will be followed by a book signing and reception in 
the Lobby of Varnell- Jones Hall.   
 On Monday at noon, join us in the library for 
a presentation by Circulation librarian Elaine Walker 
on the history of the Knights Templar and the 
significance of this document. 
 On Tuesday at noon in the library, we will 
begin the showing of The Da Vinci Code, a film 
starring Tom Hanks and based on Dan Brown’s book, 
that deals with a fictional account of the Knights.

 On Thursday at 7:30 p.m. in the Hamilton 
Performing Arts Center, we are proud to have John L. 
Allen, Jr. as our speaker. He is the prize-winning 
senior correspondent for The National Catholic 
Reporter, CNN’s Senior Vatican Analyst, a frequent 

commentator for other media 
outlets, and the author of five 
books on the Vatican and 
Catholic affairs. The London 
Tablet has called Allen “the 
most authoritative writer on 
Vatican affairs in the English 

language.” His work is admired across ideological 
divides; liberal commentator Fr. Andrew Greeley 
calls his writing “indispensable,” while conservative 
Fr. Richard John Neuhaus calls Allen’s reporting 
“possibly the best source of information on the 
Vatican published in the United States.” According 
to Touchstone magazine, “Allen has achieved 
something remarkable, and that’s genuine dialogue 
among sometimes competing voices in the Catholic 
Church.” His weekly Internet column, “All Things 
Catholic,” is widely read as a source of insight on the 
global church. Allen’s current project is Mega-
Trends in Catholicism: Ten Forces Turning the 
Catholic Church Upside Down, a survey of the most 
important currents shaping the future of Catholicism 
and what they will mean for the church in the 21st 
century.

High School Students in the Library 
 
 The library began a recruitment program 
several months ago, working with librarians in local 
high schools (both public and private) and with 
English teachers to help students more easily 
transition from the high school to the university.  The 
first visit to our campus was by students from Honors 
English at Jackson-Central Merry High School on 
Friday, February 15. Accompanied by their teacher, 
Elizabeth Deberry, and their librarian, Julie 
Dahlhauser, the 28-member class learned about 
Library of Congress classification, citing resources, 
and using authoritative print and electronic resources 
and “good” web sites in their papers, led by our 
Reference librarian, Sammy Chapman.  Follow-up 
visits will be made to the school to help the students 
with their papers one on one.  We thank Dr. Zuker 
and Christina Torres for visiting with the students 
and helping them to feel at home.  Their principal, 
Virginia Crump, is a graduate of Lambuth. 
 A visit was then made to University School 
of Jackson to meet with the librarian and the English 
teachers.  While they cannot leave the campus to visit 
our campus, they were pleased to receive information 
prepared by our library staff and have sent students to 
use our library materials. 
 On April 17, we will host three classes of 
English students from Madison Academic Magnet 
School under the tutelage of Molly Coffman and 
Gwen Penny. The students are working on a poetry 
assignment that includes literary criticisms, original 
writing, and biographical information.  There will be 
approximately 60 students on our campus over the 
day’s time.  Their librarian, Dr. Marilyn Kemp, is a 
graduate of Lambuth and taught Young Adult 
Literature courses in recent years at Lambuth.  Julie 
Dahlhauser received her library training at Lambuth.
